Meal Modification Policy & Medical Statement Form

The Cutchins Program for Children and Families, New Directions School Food Services provides reasonable meal modifications for children whose disability restricts their diet.
A licensed medical authority must provide a medical statement describing: Meal Modification Form
· the disability
· the dietary needs/foods to be omitted
· recommended substitutions 
Upon receipt, the Cutchins Programs for Children and Families Food Services will:
1. Review the medical statement and coordinate with the parent/guardian and school nurse.
2. Implement appropriate menu substitutions as documented.
3. Provide training to foodservice staff on preparing modified meals safely.
4. Maintain a file of medical statements and the modification plan. 

For non-disability requests (e.g., parental requests for special diets), the Cutchins Programs for Children and Families, New Directions School Food Services will consider accommodations on a case-by-case basis and may request documentation from a medical authority.
