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JUNETEENTH: WEDNESDAY, JUNE 19, 2024

Juneteenth commemorates the effective end of
slavery in the United States. On June 19, 1865,
Major General Gordon Granger ordered the final
enforcement of the Emancipation Proclamation in
Texas at the end of the American Civil War. June
19th, also known as Juneteenth, marks the day
when federal troops arrived in Galveston, Texas, to
take control of the state and ensure that all
enslaved people were freed. This event occurred a
full two and a half years after the signing of the
Emancipation Proclamation. Celebrated annually
on June 19, Juneteenth is considered the longest-
running African American holiday and honors the
end of slavery in the United States. And just like
that, a celebration was in order. So, in honor of
Juneteenth, it is celebrated in many ways all over
the USA.
